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Highlights of Birmingham — 9:00am to 4:30pm, Thursday, Aug. 29 ($27):

In the morning we ride into Birmingham and start with a brief walk around Railway Park, a 19 acre
green space that celebrates the city’s industrial and artistic heritage. Here we will learn about the
origins of the city. Our next stops are to several sites important to the history of the American Civil
Rights Movement: Kelly Ingram Park, the 16th Street Baptist Church, Dynamite Hill, and Bethel
Baptist Church.
