Harris Hammond, By 
February of this year the group had grown 
to the point where it was forced to move 
to larger quarters at the Barn'°, 

The organization now has 93 active couple 
members and an instruction class of 13 
squares, The Gannett Youth Barn became 
the headquarters of the GENESEE DANCERS 
and because most of the members received 
instruction thereJ it is still considered 
home even tho the Club dances are held each 
Thursday night at Cutler-Union, 

The program of classes started with in­
struction every other week~ progressed to 
a beginner and intermediate class of a 
limited number of lessons to the present 
weekly schedule of one instruction class 
per year
