The more you burn, the hotter you get, the 
more you lose. Ask your caller to call 
more Hi-Calorie figures. 

During a complete night of dancing you burn 
up about 600 calories, but after the dance 
is over:

"A Spi ri t-ual" after party-600 calories 

replaced. 

Add it all up and see how you made out. 
As for me, I'm too religious to lose, I'm 
lucky to break even. Thanks anyway.
