The Callers are finding it hard to cover all this new
material, Soooooco I thought T would help them out and
write the definition of the latest cne. So here it is
in black and white,

Desegregate: This is a combination call made up of two
old calls, Designs and Open the Gate. You must remem-
ber that part in Open the Gate where you pass thru to
another set, No matter, here is the definition,

Definition: First, check your cet, make sure it contains
eight people, four of each, men and women. You can tell
women, they wear clothes with zippers on the side or
back,

Now this call starts when the set is in two lines of
four. One line is facing East and the other West, but
if you look at some of the other sets, they may have
lines facing North and South. Some may even be facing
NN by E or S by WW, etc, Don't pay any attention to them,
You are right!

A { ROUND

You begin with the man turning to face his left hand
lady and takez her right hand in his left. If his left
hand lady is right handed, then we will take her left
hand in his right hand. So far, simple, huh?

Next, he will walk arvund the left hand lady, passing
right shoulders or pass left shoulders around the right
nand lady., Either way will come out OK, Pass all the
way around until the man's back is facing back to the
ladies front. This part is very difficult if the lady
doesn't cooperate, Mine didn't, At this point, the
ones who are not getting the first teach will leave the
hall., A bus will be waiting to take them to another
hall, where they will get another teach and a free lunch.
That's the whole call. Large isn't it?
