Almost al I square dance outfits have ruffles or 
flounces and learning how to gather these quickly and 
easily saves lots of time and aggravation. 

This ls the fastest, most fool-proof gathering 
method for the long strips used on square dance dress­
es. With a wide width, medium length zigzag, stitch 
over but not catch Ing, heavy thread, I i ke button ho I e 
twist. Secure one end and pul I on the other to gather 
the edge--V I OLA--no more broken gathering threads I If 
this do~sn't give you a fine enough gather, run another 
row next to the first. 

The secret to evenly adjusted gathers is to always 
divide the skirt edge and the ruffle into quarters and 
mark these divisions clearly. On especially wide skirts 
or heavy fabrics, divide Into eighths. Pin the edges 
together at the mark I ngs and pu I I up the gathering 
cords between the marks. You' I I find it works better to 
do this on a table rather than holding It on your lap. 

One of the problems of attaching a gathered edge to 
a straight edge ls that with some fabrics, the gathers 
tend to bunch together and lump up during the sewing. 
To prevent th 1 s, after the gathers are adjusted and 
pinned, put a strip of masking tape below the stitching 
line, about 7/8" from the raw edge. Stitch with the

CARE ABOUT THE DANCERS? More and more callers are 
complaining because they had to join Callerlab now and 
that we have to be I icensed. These are the callers that 
do ~ mm .thlng,, teach what they want when they 
want instead of staying with the Cal I er lab I !st so 
that' the students a II over are do Ing the same thing. 
They teach old ca 11 s that have been dropped but are 
their favorite, or teach movements out of order I ike 
Teacup Chain (Mainstream Plus) the 1st or 2nd lesson. 
Do these callers care about the dancers? 

That caller cared he put the dancers ahead of his 
ego. You clubs can c~ntrol the rest of us. If we don't 
give you 100% at each dance, .dQn.!.1 ~ ~. The clubs 
have the control because if you don't book us, we can't 
ca 11. WE WI LL THEN HAVE TO START TO CARE OR SELL OUR 
EQUIPMENT. 

If dancers cared about their c I ubs, more of you 
would attend your club sponsored dances no matter who 
was calling.
