But since this is the September 
issue of the Promenader, I guess we are all looking forward to the new 
dance season. The following recipe should perk up a few of the refresh­
ment tables at the various clubs. 

PUFFY ORANGE FRITTERS 
2eggs 
1 /2 cup sugar 
2 T butter/margarine, melted 
1 T grated orange rind 
2 cups flour 
2 t baking powder 
1 /2 t salt 
1 /2 cup orange juice 
hot vegetable oil 
powdered sugar 

Beat eggs in large bowl; gradually add sugar, mixing well. Stir in but­
ter and orange rind. Combine flour, baking powder, and salt; mix well. 
Add to the egg mixture alternating with orange juice, beginning and end­
ing with flour mixture. Let batter stand 15 minutes. Drop mixture by 
rounded teaspoonfuls into hot vegetable oil (35D°F); cook fritters until 
golden, turning once. Drain well on paper towels. Sprinkle with pow­
dered sugar. Yields about 3 dozen.
