When the required number of signatures are collected in a Silver Club 
booklet, it is shown to the Federation presidents or their reps, who will ver-
ify the names and authorize the dancer to wear the special Silver Club badge dangle. 

Silver Club booklets will be available at D.O.R. Just ask at the registration 
table.
