There are Cal-lers from all parLs of the country, There

are Callers from the south with their d.raw1s. They can
goof me up. They want to make sure iLrs understood
that they are ealling to everybody.

They call: "pronenade you-aIl and ya-all pass thrur keep
smi l inf  you-a1l ,  ya heer now".  i ' io ,  I  d id.nrL "heer now"

and blew the set .

Did you ever hear the callers from the New England
States? They have some calls that sound l-lke this:
Faw-werd up and back" and "Sinners in'r. I thought lhey
were talking directly to ne.

Then there are what I call the Iazy Callers. They tell
you they invented a new cal l  and i t rs  cal led,  "Star-
twirl--thru-trade-by." They call it, then just stand
silent for two ninutes, while you try to dance it.
I ' laturall-y I blew this call too. If they rea11y get

anbitious they will put Logether lO or 40 calls, and
call only once during a tip. they cou1d" be replaced
with a computer.

IIow I must say that there are sorne Cal-Iers who are help-
ful, They give you cues and leari you thru some of the
calls. But there are some others who only !h:!4k they
ar:e g iv ing you he1pful  cues.

For instance,  the other n ight ,  a Cal ]er  cal led "Square
the Barge."  Why? I  donf t  know, unless i t  was because
it had been raining for days and he thought he ought
to cafl- something that floats, Anyway he called it
and his star t ing cues were!  "one,  two,  three,  four"
and about hal f  way thru,  the cue was,  "now f i .n ish i t ' , .
Big helpt I ' lan, he done sunk that Barge.

Maybe the a.nswer to the different ways and accents of
of the callers is nunbers. E\rerybody w111 learn the
calls by nulbers and the Caller will quarterback. He
will call t4-22-69 di-kel and away werl1 go. This would
be fine unti-I scne caller jazzes up the numbers and nakes
sotrnds f ike a Tobacco Aucl , ioneerts chant,  then we would
be back to standing there saying, "Dj_d he say seben or
e leben? '

Soooooooooo rnaybe numbers aren' t  the answer.  I  guess
vre wi11 have to just dance what we can and thank God for
Lef l  Al lemande.
