Promoting square dancing must be a cooperative ef-
fort. The USDA works at the national level, cooperates
with other national organizations, and with state and
district organizations.

The USDA worked very hard with other national or-
ganizations to secure the passage of H.R. 2067 making
the square dance the national folk dance. Since the
bill failed to be reported out of committee, the Na-
tional Folk Dance Committee has shifted emphasis to the
states. When enough states make the square dance thelr
state folk dance, emphasis will then be returned to the
National Congress.

In promoting square dancing, the bottom line Is
that much responsibility lies with the individual dan~-
cer. We must all work together to keep square dancing
alive, well, and growing.
